 Respect differences in people, their ideas, and their opinions: no bullying, harassment, 
verbal or physical abuse.

RESPECT LEARNING 
 

Be prepared to come on time and ready to work.  Take care of books and any other materials you are 
given on-site or from school. When you enter the learning space, your focus should be on the work you 
are about to do. Always do your best!

 No disruptions: Respect the needs of others to work in an environment that is conductive to 
learning.
